Twinkling Christmas Stars
On day one and two of creation, God made light and darkness. On day four, God made the sun, the moon and the stars. The sun to shine in the day, and the moon and stars to shine in the night, to bring light into the darkness!
Ephesians Chapter 5 v 8 says “For you were once living in darkness (before we knew Christ) but now you are living in the light (now we have accepted Christ), so live as children of light!
Just like these glow-in-the-dark stars which shine bright in the darkness of night, we need to be like these stars, by reflecting the Light (and love) of Jesus into our schools, our homes, our workplaces!

Action

Reflection
