Just before Easter this year, Nancy shared her testimony on finding new tenants for one of their properties in Cardiff. She has agreed to share it with you again in the prayer room……

Nancy’s Testimony 

A few weeks ago, we had a change of tenancy at our Cardiff property, So it meant travelling back and forth, to check out the outgoing tenants, arrange lots of Maintenace, decorating, safety checks etc  and conduct viewings of the property. We really didn’t have time for this because of being busy with other projects and life in general. 
I had advertised the property for let on various sites at a good rent amount, to attract lots of interest. 

On our 2nd visit to Cardiff, we were really hoping to secure a tenant because many people were booked in to view the property.  However, as the date of viewings drew closer, one by one, the people dropped out for various reasons, like they had already found somewhere or no longer moving or decided on a different location or couldn’t make the date due to work, etc. 

So we prayed, giving the situation over to God. Asking for him to bring the tenants that he wants there, asking to give us patience if it was going to be a while finding suitable tenants,  asking for God’s financial provision that we needed and asking for tenants that would be blessed by living there. 

SO…. then even more people dropped out until there was just one couple left, that were coming to view. But we were at peace with that because we had given this over to God and potentially, this could be the couple God was bringing to us. 
Anyway, the couple viewed and really like the property and wanted to take the tenancy with their two children. They mentioned they were born again Christians and we were able to tell them we were too and had been praying for God to bring the tenants  he wanted to live there and they said they had been praying every night for quite a long time and asked God to find them a new home to move into, by  resurrection Sunday. They had already given notice, which was expiring very soon. They did move in, the week before resurrection Sunday! 
We all prayed together, which was such a blessing. 

· It reminds us that when we give ourselves and needs and problems over to God, and sometimes it seems like the situation could be getting worse, he can give us peace in the waiting and also give us the best outcome. 

What might you be waiting for? A partner? A baby? An operation? A new job/home? 

Whatever season you are in, lay it before the Lord. 

Start the egg timer, and whilst the sand is transferring, ask for patience in this period of waiting.
